40. Ceretto Barolo Zonchera
Made from 100% Nebbiolo grapes, “masculine” red
wine from Piemonte. Complex, rich, and full-bodied.

41. Cecchi Teuzzo Chianti Classico Riserva
Single-vineyard Sangiovese at its best; supple

and austere; long dry finish.

42. Feudi di San Gregorio Taurasi
“The Barolo of the South,” deep earthy fruit, a touch of
minerality, and a hint of peach flavor as the wine ages.
Perfect old world style wine.

43. Canonica A Cerreto San Diavolo
Super-Tuscan blend of Sangiovese, Merlot
and Cabernet.
